The future of civilization depends on education, thus 
placing the keys to the future in the hands of tomor-

row’s teachers.
It has now been more than 150 years since Illinois 

State University was founded by the prophetic souls who 
realized that fact, and then set about building an institu-
tion dedicated to realizing the democratic ideal through 
education.  

The world, and Illinois State University (ISU), have 
changed dramatically since the first graduates of Illinois 
State Normal University (ISNU) set foot into classrooms 
across the state, but the basic truth remains: achieving the 
democratic ideal depends on education. Education is all 
about the future, and the future is all about education. 

Happenings in the College of Education today reflect 
a commitment to meet the needs of the future with the 
best resources available. Innovative approaches incorpo-
rate research, thoughtful observation, and technology to 
enhance teacher training, methodology, and continuing 

professional development. Strong partnerships between 
the university and community school districts throughout 
Illinois foster mutually beneficial exchanges of knowledge 
and talent.

 The college has recently released its new five-year plan 
(2007-2012), expressing the goals of one of the most 
significant teacher education institutions in the nation. 
The goals include: Regenerate the professions of teach-
ing, administration, and scholarship; Challenge and create 
solutions to educational inequity; Engage in unique,  
creative, and productive partnerships; Support cutting-
edge research and scholarly endeavors; Increase diversity  
at all levels of the organization; Develop a dynamic,  
comprehensive technological environment; and Increase 
our endowments and alternative resources.

The following contains just a few examples of how the 
college will be addressing the seven major points of the 
five-year plan. 
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Illinois State University prepares educators for 

the next 150 years
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Challenge and create solutions 	
to educational inequity

The first consideration is that teachers must be ready to 
teach in diverse schools across the state and the nation. 
Although there are options for students to gain experience 
in diverse urban and rural schools, it is not yet a require-
ment. “We’re debating different options to require a pur-
poseful plan for placement of students in diverse settings,” 
said Molly Munson-Dyer, associate director of clinical 
experiences in the Cecilia J. Lauby Teacher Education 
Center.

Illinois State has a responsibility to prepare students to 
teach every student in the state, especially considering the 

foreseen cultural shift Illinois is experiencing, according to 
Munson-Dryer. The pieces for this diverse learning expe-
rience preparation are in place according to Bob Fisher, 
professor emeriti of curriculum and instruction. “The 
biggest obstacle is fear of being there [in the urban school 
districts],” Fisher said. “The best way to allay fears about 
teaching in those schools is to provide clinical experiences 
in those settings.” This investment will help Illinois State 
ensure the democratic ideal in education. 

Regenerate the professions of teaching, 
administration, and scholarship

The next area of concern in preparing teachers is regener-
ating education professions. One of the more promising 
programs Illinois State has pioneered is the professional 
development schools (PDS) program. In the PDS pro-
gram a student in his or her senior year spends the entire 
year as an intern, instead of the traditional semester, gain-
ing work experience in the classroom, conducting class, 
and learning from their supervising teacher. “It’s a total 
immersion experience,” said JoNancy Warren, liaison for 
the program, who has compared the program to health-
care professional training. “It’s a source of professional 
growth for the mentor teachers who inevitably begin to 
reflect on their own teaching due to the knowledge the 
interns will be questioning them about.” The extra time 
in the classroom translates into better prepared and higher 
quality teachers.

“The result from PDS schools thus far has been 
encouraging,” Dean of the College of Education Deborah  
Curtis said. In some instances, due to the intensity and 
quality of the PDS experience, administrators occasionally 
start PDS graduates on the second-year level of their pay 
scale. There are current studies examining further effects 
of graduating from the PDS program. Teacher retention 
has already seen improvements for pre-service teachers in 
the professional development schools, an indication that 
the program is working the way it was intended to. The 
college will continue to develop ways to meet emerging 
and projected societal needs for teachers, administrators, 
faculty, and educational leaders.

Support cutting-edge research 	
and scholarly endeavors

Research and scholarly endeavors are often linked to 
contemporary issues in education such as urban/rural 
education, teacher retention, performance-based assess-
ment, financial literacy, bilingual education, governance 
policies in higher education, funding systems for K-12 
education, amongst others. The college supports faculty 
researchers who pursue solutions to educating diverse 21st 
century learners, educational professionals, and school 
leaders. As the second largest college on this campus, the 
College of Education enrolls more than 3,000 students 
who choose from a wide array of teacher preparation pro-
grams, including elementary education, early childhood 
education, middle school/junior high, reading, and all 
areas of special education with graduate programs in cur-
riculum and instruction, special education, K-12 admin-
istration, and higher education administration. Much of 
the research that is generated by college faculty is done in 
partnership with clinical education sites throughout the 
state and often in interdisciplinary partnerships with col-
leagues from other colleges on campus.

One such example is the Illinois Autism Training and 
Technical Assistance Project, led by Stacey Jones Bock, 
associate professor of special education. The training and 
technical assistance project is able to provide interventions 
for families and children and to study the emergent effects 
of autism spectrum disorders on communities, families, 
and individuals in a fast-growing population of special-

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technology into teacher education curricula at all levels 
and adapting to technology as it advances.

Increase our endowments 	
and alternative resources 

The vision for transformation of 21st century learning 
into productive partnerships between schools and com-
munities have helped to drive ongoing research. In fiscal 
year 2007, the college generated over $6.3 million dollars 
in external grants and contracts, representing 35 percent 
of the $18.1 million received by the entire University. 
The college will continue to seek new resources through 
governmental entities and endowments from corporate, 
individual, and foundation sponsors to support scholarly 
initiatives.

A few examples of projects connected to the col-
lege that access external dollars include the Center for 
Math, Science, and Technology (CeMAST). Three sci-
ence, technology, and mathematics partnership grants 
from the Illinois State Board of Education, via the U.S. 
Department of Education. 

College of Education faculty, including Marilyn 
Morey, associate director of CeMAST and Tony 
Lorsbach, professor of curriculum and instruction, are a 
part of the Illinois Mathematics and Science Partnerships 
(IMSP) program designed to increase the classroom 
achievement of students in math and science by enhanc-
ing content knowledge and the professional skills of 
their teachers. Other notable investments in the work 
of the college include a Grow Your Own grant from the 
Illinois State Board of Education. This grant expands a 
community-wide approach in recruiting and preparing 
teacher candidates from Little Village and Kenwood-
Oakland in Chicago. In addition, a U.S. Department of 
Education grant entitled “Preparing Qualified Personnel 
to Provide Early Intervention for Children who are Deaf 
and Hard of Hearing in Illinois,” is focused on preparing 
speech pathologists, audiologists, and teachers of the deaf 
to develop auditory and spoken language skills in children 
with cochlear implants.

Engage in unique, creative 	
and productive partnerships

At the heart of engagement in partnerships between prac-
ticing professionals and College of Education faculty is 
the goal to increase the quality of education for Illinois 
State students and learners of this state, the nation, and 
the world. The college has cultivated partnerships with 
school districts in Illinois as one of 16 educational orga-
nizations to receive funding from the State Action for 
Education and Leadership Project (SAELP). Over the 
next three years, Illinois State will apply $2 million per 
year to help implement plans to improve leadership in 
schools, primarily among principals, according to Center 
for the Study of Education Policy Co-directors Ross 
Hodel and Norm Durflinger. The collaboration between 

Fighting for quality public school 
education

Award-winning author and activist Jonathan Kozol helped celebrate 

Illinois State University’s Sesquicentennial-year celebration of 

American Education Week in November.  Kozol’s message was 

one of encouragement that, for the 

sake of America’s children, educators 

need to initiate improvement in the 

quality of public school education.  

Kozol, as he has since he 

published his first book in 1967, 

opened windows for the audience to 

look through. `

“Kozol jars you into a new 

awareness of social conditions 

facing poor children in America,” 

Paul Baker, Distinguished Professor 

Emeritus said in his introduction of 

Kozol’s presentation to a group of 

University friends and alumni. “For 

decades Kozol has been opening 

windows to help others see the 

realities of poverty, race, illiteracy, homelessness, blighted urban 

communities, and corporate management of schools.”

Kozol’s address, Letters to a Young Teacher, spoke of a 

dedicated and bright first-year teacher named Francesca that Kozol 

befriended.  In his most recent book of the same title, Kozol told 

the story of how he had observed in her classroom in the inner 

city of his hometown, Boston. With indignation, Kozol described 

the delicate, thoughtful teaching and learning that took place, in 

Francesca’s class and in others like hers, amidst the indiscriminate 

and punitive sanctions of the No Child Left Behind Act.

“I came to love that classroom and kept visiting for an entire 

year watching that mystical chemistry of trust and love evolve 

between students and their teacher,” Kozol said in his address. 

“There’s nothing about that beautiful chemistry in No Child Left 

Behind.”

Kozol also clarified his stance on the hypocrisies of America’s 

policy makers and the importance of class size regardless of 

economic standing.

“There’s something deeply hypocritical in a society that holds a 

little girl accountable for her performance on a standardized exam, 

but does not hold the president and Congress accountable for 

robbing her of what they gave their own kids.

“If small class size and the wonderful individual attention this 

means...are good for the son of an American president, or the 

daughter of a big time business CEO, it is good for the poorest 

child of the poorest Black or Latino woman in this nation.”

In his closing, Kozol urged the audience members to break 

from their complacency with the current state of public school 

education and vowed to continue to fight for the promise of equal 

opportunity in public schools.
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Illinois State and school districts will have positive out-
comes. “If you have an authentic partnership, quality will 
follow,” said Lynne Curry, research associate, the Center 
for Study of Education Policy. The attempt to improve 
in this area will cover preschoolers through graduate stu-
dents. The idea is to improve “state standards, training, 
and conditions,” Erika Hunt, SAELP project director 
said. 

On our own campus, PK-12 partnerships thrive in 
our laboratory school system. An example of an existing, 
fruitful partnership can be seen by looking at the work 
Illinois State and Thomas Metcalf School have done. In 
the fourth through seventh grade programs at Metcalf, 
the two partners have teamed up to introduce Metcalf 
students to music and Illinois State students to a multi 
dimensional approach to teaching music, literacy, and 
problem solving. The program has been a success so 
far. “It’s a way of teaching music that focuses on all the 
things kids are good at,” Metcalf Faculty Associate Donna 
Dawatski said. The collaboration serves to strengthen rela-
tionships between practicing professionals and education 
faculty.

Increase diversity at all levels 	
of the organization

Diversity of faculty, staff, and students is essential in 
creating a learning organization reflective of the diversity 
of our 21st century society. The college will employ sys-
tematic methods for recruitment, selection, and retention 
of diverse faculty, staff, and students and will develop and 
support faculty and student global initiatives.

The college has already created international partner-
ships with institutions in places like London, Mexico, 
Africa, Japan, and Thailand, to name a few. With the 
increase in diverse classrooms, Curtis recognizes one-on-
one communication as the key to promoting peace and 
equality in the classroom. “Teacher education at Illinois 
State University is focused on preparing teachers and 
school leaders who can provide the best education possible 
for students.”

As it always has, research, development, and program 
implementation will continue to guide teacher preparation 
programs at Illinois State. The increased use of technol-
ogy; the diversification of students, teachers, administra-
tors, and faculty; and the continued merging of theory 
and practical experience will keep Illinois State at the top 
among teacher education institutions.

Gladly we learn and teach with democracy and virtue 
for the next 150 years and beyond.

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Alumni news

Althea Alexander Cross received her B.S.E. at ISNU 
in 1947. She taught social science and English in 

the Venice Community Unit District #3 for 37 of her 
39 years as an educator. She was director of Title VII 
Project MICRO (Mathematics, Interpersonal relations, 
Communication, and Reading Opportunities) from 
1974-1981. For 38 years she was an active member of 
Charitable Women’s Club, an organization that provides 
scholarships to high school graduates.

Mrs. Cross earned an M.S.E. from the University of 
Illinois in 1954 and has continued her education, taking 
related coursework at Universities in the St. Louis area. 
She earned multiple state and regional awards. She was 
named one of the Master Teachers in the State of Illinois, 
Those Who Excel, Excellence in Teaching Social Studies, 
Phi Delta Service Key, and one of the Pioneer Kappan 
Women Chapter contributors. Venice High School 
seniors invited her to be the commencement speaker in 
1988 (year of retirement), 1990, and 1993. She has been 
an inspirational speaker at many school events. In 2000 
Venice High School presented her with the Volunteer 
Award for her continued commitment and dedication to 
the school. Althea and husband George Cross, who also 
graduated from Illinois State University, have been mar-
ried 59 years. They have one son, one grandson, and one 
great-grandson.

Elsie (Carlson) Johnson Lucking received a B.S.E. from 
ISNU in 1944. She was recommended for a scholarship 
by one of her ISNU professors to study bacteriology at 
the University of Illinois-Chicago, and she received her 
master’s degree in 1945. She was employed at a medical 
laboratory. She became Mrs. Johnson in 1945. After her 
first child was born in 1952, she decided to apply for a 
teaching position close to home. Mrs. Johnson’s contract 
for fall of 1954 was to teach 34 forth-graders at a salary of 
$3,700.

A second son was born in January 1957, and she was 
offered a contract to teach 2nd, 3rd, 4th, and 5th grades 
at a one-room school in unincorporated farmland outside 
Wheaton. A new three-room school was being built next 
door. They moved to the new building in March 1959, 
and by fall had already outgrown it. The area was named 
the “Village of Carol Stream” by developer Jay Stream in 
1959. Mr. Stream had just finished building a 72-home 
subdivision and was planning a 350-home subdivision. 

He started building additional classrooms to existing 
schools and gave two more sites to the school board for 
new schools.

Elsie Johnson became superintendent in the fall 
of 1960. She started working toward an Ed.D. in 
Educational Administration. At that time, she was 
one of only three female superintendents in Illinois. 
Superintendent Johnson was named “Citizen of the Year” 
by the Village of Carol Stream in 1965. In 1972, the 
Northern Illinois Superintendents Roundtable contacted 
her that it was changing its by-laws to allow women to 
join. She became a member, and was very active in that 
organization.

As the area continued to develop, the schools continued 
to grow. Superintendent Johnson finished her dissertation 
and received her doctorate in 1978. The title of her dis-
sertation was “Solar Energy for the Heating of Schools.” 
Superintendent Johnson became a widow in 1981. 
She retired in 1982. At her retirement banquet it was 
announced that the most recently built school would be 
named the “Elsie C. Johnson Elementary School.”

Elsie married Edward Lucking in 1985 and moved to 
Florida. Whenever Elsie returns to see her grandchildren, 
who attend school in Carol Stream, she often visits the 
schools.

Helen Louise Skinner Fairfield earned a B.S.E. at ISNU 
in 1949. She had been valedictorian of Strawn in 1946 
and married V.L. “Budd” Fairfield in 1947. From 1950 
to 1953 she taught home economics. Her daughters were 
born in 1953 and in 1956. In 1962 the Fairfields moved 
to Bloomington where Helen’s husband Budd (also an 
ISNU graduate) had accepted a high school teaching posi-
tion. Helen became a 5th/6th grade teacher at Centennial 
School.

In 1969 Helen earned an M.S. in Reading, which 
became her passion in teaching children. In 1975 she took 
a newly created position as administrative coordinator, 
directing structured reading programs in all District 87 
elementary schools. Helen received a supervisory certificate 
in 1979. Her rapport and sensitivity with teachers in eight 
buildings was a major factor in her success as administra-
tor, a position she held until her retirement in 1988.

Helen passed away October 8, 2006. She was 78 years 
old.

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After graduating from ISNU in 1954 JimAnn returned 
to Oklahoma to marry, and became the first teacher 
in that state to have a degree in special education. She 
arranged special education services for three or four differ-
ent school districts. Later, as Child Guidance Specialist for 
the state department she assisted districts in establishing 
special education programs under the new federal laws.

JimAnn earned a Master’s Degree from Oklahoma 
University. She worked for the Moore School District 
as diagnostician and teacher in the gifted program. She 
retired in 1989 and immediately went to work for the 
contractor of the U.S. Department of Education as a 
national supervisor of research projects such as “The 
Nation’s Report Card” (NAEP) and the “Early Childhood 
Longitudinal Study.” She is still working in this capacity.

JimAnn Smith Oliver transferred to Illinois State 
University as a junior in 1951. She chose ISNU because 
it offered the broadest and deepest training in special 
education in the United States. She wanted to work with 
children who were emotionally/mentally handicapped, 
and only three schools in the United States offered the 
degree she wanted. She especially remembers how kind 
the staff at ISNU was to her—a 17-year-old coming from 
a small town in Oklahoma. The staff helped her find 
a room, find a job, and work out a schedule that took 
into account the courses she had already taken. JimAnn 
believes that, because she chose ISNU, her entire life has 
been rich in exciting experiences and opportunities.

The College of Education hosted three events for local 
education alumni in honor of the University’s sesquicen-
tennial anniversary celebration. 

In July 2007, more than 50 alumni, friends, and fac-
ulty and staff of the College gathered on the DeGarmo 
Plaza to sample elegant hors d’oeuvres and wine prior to 
attending the 10th Annual Jazz Festival on the Quad.

A second event welcomed alumni to a hospitality tent 
during the Homecoming parade in October 2007. The 
tent was a hub of activity as alumni were presented with 
College of Education lapel pins as 
they visited with faculty and staff. 
Other parade-goers were readied 
for celebration of the 150 parade 
entrants as they collected compli-
mentary spirit items, including 
hats, nylon bags, hundreds of 
popcorn-filled megaphones (pop-
corn compliments of Alamo II), 
pennants, balloons, rally towels, 
bottled water and candy.

Culture is something rarely learned in a classroom. 
However, when generations collaborate, anything, even 
recreating the North Pole, is possible. Such was the case 
when George Meisenbach, the Deaf Redbirds Association 
(DRA), local parents, and teachers came together to create 

a unique opportunity for the hard-of-hearing students at 
Metcalf School.

Meisenbach, a hard-of-hearing graduate of Metcalf and 
University High Schools, rented a Santa suit and accom-
panied the DRA to teach a Christmas language lesson to 
the deaf preschool students at Metcalf. The preschoolers 
learned the sign for Santa Clause, but the DRA members 
learned much more. “It’s important because many of [the 
DRA members] probably didn’t realize you may teach 
things you never thought,” DRA advisor and Illinois State 
University professor Maribeth Lartz said. “A lot of time 
they don’t realize they’re going to be teaching cultural 
things, everyday vocabulary.”

The preschoolers sat on Santa’s lap and told him 
whether or not they had been a good boy or girl this 
past year. For some it was the first time they’d had the 
opportunity to communicate to Santa, face-to-face, their 
Christmas wishes. The experience left both the pre-
schoolers and some DRA members in awe. “I think [the 
preschoolers] felt in awe because it was a real experience 
that was happening in the classroom,” DRA Co-President 
Melissa Wiersig said. “I was inspired that they could expe-
rience this and share the joy of Santa and celebrate the 
Christmas spirit realistically.”

Another lesson learned by the DRA members, and 
introduced to the Metcalf students, was the importance of 
giving back to a community that has helped produce deaf 
education teachers and support deaf students. After gradu-
ating from the university laboratory schools, Meisenbach 

worked in the University’s printing services for over 20 
years. During that time, and since he’s retired, he has 
regularly taught sign language to DRA members, and will 
join DRA members to sign the National Anthem at the 
Illinois State men’s basketball game against Bradley on 
February 9.

The strength of Illinois State’s deaf education program 
comes from the community that has embraced it. Like 
Meisenbach spreading the Christmas spirit, Lartz has 
tried to instill in her students the spirit of giving back to 
the community. “I think anytime you’re going to have a 
special education program you need to involve the com-
munity,” Lartz said. “I think it’s important for people to 
see that deaf people graduate from school; they get jobs; 
they work until retirement, and then they can choose, like 
normal people, to give back. Meisenbach had the idea to 
rent the suit, and he wanted to come and pay back.”

Deaf retiree gives back to the community
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Deaf Santa Claus George Meisenbach, graduate of the University 
laboratory schools and Illinois State retiree, visits deaf education class  
at Metcalf School.

The College of Education has a number of longstand-
ing international education opportunities for both 

undergraduate and graduate students to study abroad 
ranging from Asia to Europe. The focus of this essay is 
to position two recent international program additions, 
namely Mexico-Little Village and University of London, 
King’s College, within the College’s larger mission of 
preparing undergraduate teacher education candidates to 
teach in diverse, especially urban, settings.

The Mexico-Little Village project was piloted in sum-
mer 2007 with a generous gift from Dr. Keith Jepsen 
and Dr. Kathy Dore.The Jepsen International Scholars 
program enabled six scholars (undergraduate teacher can-
didates) to have a cultural immersion experience in Little 
Village, Chicago, and Patzcuaro, Mexico, for two weeks 
each respectively. Dr. Beth Hatt directed the project and 
provides a synopsis in the paragraph below that empha-
sizes the importance of cultural immersion to better pre-
pare North American undergraduate teacher candidates to 
have greater self-efficacy when working with elementary 
students who come from a different cultural, linguistic, 
and geographical milieu.

The United States is a linguistically and culturally 
diverse country, which has a rapidly growing population 
of Spanish speakers from Mexico and Central America. 
What is especially concerning is the underachievement 
of cultural and linguistic minority students. A part of 
this underachievement has been attributed to deficits in 
teacher understanding of diverse cultures and effective 
practices in teaching linguistically and culturally diverse 
students. In an effort to meet these needs, Dr. Hatt cre-
ated a program to foster cultural literacy and efficacy in 
pre-service teachers. The program, Education in the New 
Millennium: Experiential Learning, Language Development, 
and Community Engagement in Mexico, involves partici-
pants spending time in Chicago and Mexico, learning 
about Latino issues in education and developing Spanish-
speaking skills. The program will occur during the sum-
mer of 2008 and is open to all students, but is especially 
for pre-service teachers planning to work with Latino 
youth and families. 

Our King’s College London initiative is predicted on 
the belief that a London-based undergraduate first-hand 
experience for Illinois State teacher candidates will better 

equip them to under-
stand and deal with 
diversity in their United 
States teaching careers 
and be more sensitive 
to the range of religious 
and ethnic diversity in 
metropolitan London. 
Although the dominant 
source region for immi-
grants differ between the 
United States and the 
United Kingdom, name-
ly, Mexico versus South 

Asia (India, Pakistan, and 
Bangladesh), educators in both societies have to grapple 
with English second language learners and different 
religious adherences in school settings populated by an 
increasingly diverse student body. Dr. Marilyn Moore has 
laid the groundwork for this initiative through initial con-

tacts with King’s College 
London. Accomplishing 
the aforementioned 
through the King’s 
College experience will 
take place through a 
two-week student teach-
ing experience in late 
spring (late May to 
early June). Aside from 
cultural immersion, the 
primary focus of this 
experience is to get our 
Jepsen International 
Scholars into a number 

of diverse London schools, including a school for asylum 
seekers, where they can observe educational practices and 
complete written reflections on different aspects of class-
room instruction.

In memoriam

Cecilia J. Lauby-Ryan, professor of education emeritus, passed 

away on May 25, 2007. She was 94. Dr. Lauby received her B.S. in 

1933 from St. Mary’s-Of-The-Woods College in Vincennes, Ind. She 

received her master’s degree in 1942 and her doctorate in 1949, both 

from Indiana University. 

From 1933 to 1949, Lauby was a teacher and principal in 

Vincennes, Ind. and Harvey, Ill. She came to Illinois State University 

in 1949. Prior to her arrival, all student teaching experiences were 

offered through the Laboratory Schools. By working with school 

districts around the state, she created a model of student teaching 

experiences that was copied by universities across the nation. Lauby 

retired in 1973.

The College of Education honored Lauby in 2004 by naming the 

Teacher Education Center after her. In the fall of 2005, she created 

two endowments at Illinois State University. One is for ongoing 

improvements to the  Dr. Cecilia J. Lauby Teacher Education Center 

and the other was to establish the Cecilia J. Lauby Fellowship in 

Teacher Education. 

Louise M. Stubblefield, former U-High Librarian, passed away in June 

2007. She was 90. Ms. Stubblefield graduated from Metcalf in 1930, 

University-High School in 1934, and Illinois State Normal University in 

1938. After completing graduate studies at the University of Illinois 

and Columbia University, she returned to the Laboratory Schools in 

1942.

Soon after her arrival, remodeling began on the second floor 

to create a separate U-High library, and Ms. Stubblefield was 

instrumental in the design and implementation of that work. 

William “Bill” Legge, former assistant principal/director at Metcalf 

Laboratory School from 1957 to 1970, passed away in March 2008 in 

Normal. He was 78.

He received his bachelor’s and master’s degrees from Illinois State 

University and his PhD in 1966 from Southern Illinois University. His 

teaching career began in 1952 in Danvers, as a teacher, basketball 

coach and then grade school principal. He was appointed director of 

curriculum in District 87 in fall 1970. He later served as principal of 

Lincoln and Centennial schools, retiring in 1987. 

Illinois State University’s College of Education has been 
honored for its work in recruiting and training teachers for 
Chicago Public Schools. The College of Education’s Chicago 
Teacher Education Pipeline Programs and Partnerships has 
received the American Association of Colleges for Teacher 
Education (AACTE) Best Practice Award in Support of 
Global Diversity and Inclusion.

The award recognizes an institution that fosters the devel-
opment of quality teaching and professional education prac-
tices that promote diversity, equity, and global perspectives. 

The Best Practice Award recognizes projects that 
strengthen the urban education program in the College 
of Education. Illinois State’s projects focus on the pub-
lic schools in Chicago’s Little Village Community. The 
Professional Articulation for Recruiting/Retaining Teachers 
for Neighborhood Engagement and Renewal (PARTNER) 
Project focuses on increasing urban teacher recruitment and 
improving preparation and retention of teachers in hard-to-
staff inner-city schools. The PARTNER Project is supported 
by a grant from the U.S. Department of Education.

The National Engagement to Induct Growth and 
Housing: Building Organizations for Residents and Students 
(NEIGHBORS) Project works to improve student achieve-
ment by increasing K-12 students’ reading and literacy skills. 
The NEIGHBORS Project is sponsored by the State Farm 
Insurance Company Foundation. Both projects are part 
of the College of Education’s Chicago Teacher Education 
Pipeline, which works to increase urban teacher recruitment 
and improve urban teacher retention through mentoring and 
support.

“The AACTE Best Practice Award provides us with 
external validation of what we felt was working and mak-
ing a marked difference in the lives of faculty and students 
on campus, teachers and students in our partner schools 
in Chicago, and for the communities we serve,” said 
Robert Lee, director of the Chicago Teacher Education 
Pipeline Programs and Partnerships. “Both PARTNER and 
NEIGHBORS Projects have helped us move forward to bet-
ter understand how to best recruit and then prepare urban 
teachers for the challenges they will face. That is a win-win 
when our graduates choose Chicago to start their profes-
sional careers, because in the end our city’s children will be 
taught by teachers who have had substantive education about 
diversity, practically embedded in Chicago public school 
classrooms.”

“We are very proud to be associated with the Chicago 
Public Schools in the Little Village Community,” said 
Deborah Curtis, dean of Illinois State’s College of 
Education. “Our students have had an exceptional opportu-
nity as they have participated in this program. During this 
experience, they live in the community and learn about the 
rich culture of its residents.”

“The Chicago Teacher Education Pipeline Program 
and Partnerships is an excellent example of Illinois State 

University’s commitment to education and diversity as out-
lined in our Educating Illinois strategic plan,” said Illinois 
State President Al Bowman. “The work the College of 
Education is doing with Chicago Public Schools is resulting 
in enhanced teacher recruitment and training efforts, which 
benefit thousands of students.”

A perpetual gift

When Thomas C. Fitch was asked why he became a 
professor, he quoted baseball legend Yogi Berra’s advice: 
When you come to a fork in the road, take it.

“I took it,” he said.
After teaching fourth and fifth graders and earning his 

doctorate, he joined Illinois State University in 1969 as 
a professor of science education. Named a Distinguished 
Professor in 1989, he retired in 1993.

“I had so much fun,” he said. “And they paid me for 
doing what I loved to do.”

Fitch’s life took another turn after a 2 ½-story fall 
from a ladder while trimming a tree at his Southfield, 
Michigan, home. He broke nine vertebrae and two collar-
bones, along with other injuries.

“I passed out and fell down,” he said. “There was 
blood everywhere. I said my final prayers.”

When he arrived at the hospital, there was a team of 
13 doctors waiting in the operating room. He was hospi-
talized four months. The accident was a wake-up call to 
the man who had been thinking for years about setting up 
a scholarship in memory of his daughter, Jody Fitch. As 
soon as he was able, he started working on it. He didn’t 
want to miss this chance.

The Jody M. Fitch Scholarship was established in 
2006, a living memorial to a woman he described as a 
happy, caring, and loving person who was active in volun-
teerism, sports, and helping others. 

The 1985 family and consumer sciences graduate of 
Illinois State and nutritionist succumbed to cancer as a 
young woman. As she fought the disease, her dad often 
spent 12-hour shifts at her bedside.

“There isn’t a day that goes by that I don’t think of 
her,” he said. “I loved her dearly. Jody was a beautiful 
young lady, both in outward looks and in inner beauty.”

While setting up the scholarship, he learned some 
important business and financial lessons. Rather than tak-
ing a distribution from his Individual Retirement Account 
and writing a check to the University, he had the funds 
rolled over directly to the University Foundation.

“It was the smartest thing I ever did in terms of tax 
implications,” he said.

 The gift exists in perpetuity; the scholarships come 
from interest earnings. And best of all, he gets to see 
the recipients in his lifetime. The first is Jenna Scurto, 
a junior elementary education from Glen Ellyn. Jody’s 
mother, Elsie, of Normal, presented the award. 

Recipients must be a junior or senior in elementary 
education with a gradepoint average of 3.0 or higher and  
a keen interest in volunteerism. 

Fitch has a vision of the recipients.
“I’m hoping that needy students, students who might 

otherwise drop out or take time off from school, if they 
are running short of funds, will receive the scholarship.”

He’s also arranged for the University to receive an 
estate trust fund upon his death.

Jody is survived by her husband, Richard DiPaolo,  
a son, Ricky, and a daughter, Ashley.

The Efaw family was gathered around the Christmas tree, 
exchanging gifts.

 “We had talked to our children,” recalled Barb Efaw 
’59, an elementary education graduate of Illinois State 
Normal University, “and told them that we didn’t need 
anything.” She was referring to herself and her husband, 
Larry ’56, M.S.E. ’59, who earned an undergraduate 
degree in business education and a graduate degree in 
business administration from Illinois State.

“So, we exchanged small, simple, little things as 
Christmas gifts,” Barb said. 

Then their son, David, an oral and maxillofacial sur-
geon, surprised his parents with just one more.

 “We opened it,” his mother remembered, “but at first 
we didn’t understand it. The box was filled with mugs, 
pens, and coasters from the College of Education at 
Illinois State.”

David handed his parents a letter from the University, 
explaining the gift represented an endowed scholarship. 
David and his wife, Dana, M.S. ’01, had secretly worked 
with the University to create The Larry and Barbara Efaw 
Endowed Scholarship in the College of Education.

“They honored us and our belief in education,” Barb 
said. “We thought it was a great idea and we matched the 
initial gift and decided to just keep adding to it.”

The Efaws contributed a life insurance policy, which 
will make them members of Illinois State’s Heritage 
Society, which recognizes deferred gift commitments to 
the University. They’re also members of the 1857 Society, 
which honors lifetime giving of at least $50,000. They 
already were members of the President’s Circle, which 
recognizes gifts totaling $1,500 during the previous year.

The family has a strong commitment to education. 
Barb was an elementary education teacher. Larry worked 
for the Bloomington-based Library Book Selection 
Service, serving the nonprofit organization as executive 
director for 30 years. Their daughter, Diane, teaches in 
Las Vegas, and their son, David, earned undergradu-
ate, dental, and medical degrees. Dana, David’s spouse, 
received a master’s degree in family and consumer science.

The first recipient of the scholarship was Amanda 
Schacht ’07, an elementary bilingual and bicultural educa-
tion graduate who teaches bilingual fifth and sixth graders 
in Hanover Park, Illinois.

 “I was very honored to receive it,” she said. “I was 
pleased to see that others who attended Illinois State are 
donating money to the University and that they appreci-
ate people who are going into the field of education.”

The Efaws are openly emotional when they speak about 
the University where they met and received financial help 
in the form of scholarships and on-campus jobs. He was 
the first in his family to graduate from college.

They encourage others to endow scholarships.

 “Long after we’re gone,” he said, “the scholarship fund 
will be helping young people to attend the University that 
we dearly love. It’s an emotional thing, but we feel really 
good about this.”

As for the letter the Efaws were given at Christmas, it’s 
proudly displayed on a wall in their home.

“It’s a beautiful, living legacy,” Barb said.

Gift of John L. Wroan, III, U-High Class of 1945,  
for U-High’s Technology Center 
Retired Bloomington contractor and businessman, John 
L. Wroan, III has donated $500,000 to University High 
School. A graduate of the Class of 1945, Wroan donated 
stock to support the remodeling of U-High’s Vocational 
Arts area into an Engineering/Technology Center. This 
gift holds special significance because Wroan’s company 
built the current University High School building in 
1964. A private luncheon in honor of John and Jeanne 
Wroan, hosted by Illinois State University President Al 
Bowman and his wife, Linda, was held at the University 
Residence in special recognition of this significant gift. 

 “The importance of supporting education cannot be 
stated enough,” Wroan said, in referring to his gift as “a 
challenge to everyone who can lend a hand in strengthen-
ing education.” 

Wroan has also given the same amount to Illinois 
Wesleyan University, for student scholarships to attract 
the best students, and has said that he “considers these 
gifts to be a ‘pay back’ for all the support Bloomington-
Normal has given to me over the years.”

A native of Deer Creek, Illinois, Wroan transferred 
to U-High his junior year, where he played football and 
basketball and ran track. After graduating from U-High in 
1945 and spending 1 1/2 years in the service, he attended 
Iowa State University for one year and then transferred to 
Illinois Wesleyan, where he played basketball under famed 
coach Jack Horenberger. “I have a soft spot for U-High 

and Illinois Wesleyan,” said Wroan, who graduated from 
IWU in 1951 with a degree in business administration.

Entering the construction business was a natural choice 
for Wroan, whose grandfather, stepgrandfather, and father 
were in the house contracting business from the mid-
1880s. Wroan, who had helped in the business since he 
was 12, joined his father in the business in 1951. At that 
time he and his father went into commercial contracting. 
In 1955, he and his father formed a partnership known 
as J. L. Wroan & Sons, Inc. At the time, his father retired 
but remained active in the company until his death in 
1958. The company, which reached 600 employees before 
Wroan retired in 1983, worked on building and construc-
tion projects across Illinois, Indiana, and Iowa. From The 
Baby Fold, the company’s first big project, the company 
went on to major projects in those three states.

“We cannot thank John enough for his continuing 
support of University High School and Illinois State 
University,” said President Bowman. “He is a gentleman 
who has given back to his community in many important 
ways.”

 “John has done a lot for us over the years as he 
enthusiastically communicated the message about how 
his education at U-High changed his life,” said Robert 
Dean, superintendent of the local laboratory schools. “We 
appreciate his active support and the fact that he truly is a 
humble and gracious leader.”

This endowed fund was created for the 
purpose of supporting financially needy undergraduate 
or graduate students majoring in education who come to 
Illinois State University from Brown and/or Woodford 
counties in Illinois. The Hodels have both had lengthy 
careers in Illinois higher education and state government 
and feel that students from their home counties could 
benefit in the same way they have from their positive 
experiences at Illinois State.

Among other qualifications, candidates should be full- 
or part-time undergraduate or graduate students majoring 
in an education program offered through one of the fol-
lowing departments in the College of Education: educa-
tional administration and foundations, curriculum and 
instruction or special education. 

Ross A. Hodel and Sheila Pruden Hodel both grew 
up in central Illinois, attended Illinois public universi-
ties and had lengthy and fulfilling careers in Illinois 
state government and education. Ross is a’65 and ’69 
graduate of Illinois State and was among 14 members 
of his Woodford County family who attended Illinois 
State. He served as an adjunct professor in educational 
administration in the 1980s in addition to his service 
at the State Board of Education, the Board of Higher 
Education and as an education assistant to former Gov. 
James R. Thompson. He has been director of Illinois State 
University’s Center for the Study of Education Policy in 
the College of Education since 2001. Sheila is a gradu-
ate of Brown County High School and Western Illinois 
University.

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Illinois Wesleyan University in 1940 and later earned a 
master’s degree from ISNU in 1958 in educational super-
vision. Both Roy and Dorothy dedicated their lives to 
education. They began their educational careers as teach-
ers in Forrest, Illinois. Roy spent the major portion of 
his 48-year teaching career at Bloomington High School, 
Bloomington, Illinois, where he taught civics, history, and 
journalism before becoming a guidance counselor. His 
concern for students was noted and deeply felt through-
out the school and beyond, and he developed a reputation 
for being a “grand old man.” Dorothy worked at Illinois 
State University, supervising student teachers. Every sum-
mer for 57 years, Roy worked at State Farm Park. He was 
known as a wonderful mentor to young college students 
who worked there as well. Roy’s educational legacy is 
being known and remembered for the direction and guid-
ance he provided to young people, a commitment he 
considered his most important work. A few years prior 
to his death in 2006, Roy had acquired a life insurance 
policy designating both IWU and Illinois State as co-ben-
eficiaries. It is the wish of his sister, Mrs. Barbara Beyer, 
executor of his estate, that this endowed scholarship be 
established in honor of Roy and Dorothy Hostettler to 
provide financial support to young people planning to 
become teachers. All things being equal, preference will 
be given to sophomore, junior or senior education majors 
who were graduates of Bloomington High School.

The John Joseph Kennedy 	
Endowed Scholarship

The John Joseph Kennedy Endowed Scholarship was 
established in 2007 through a bequest funded by John 
Joseph Kennedy, who graduated from Englewood High 
School in 1951 and began working in the purchasing 
department of a large corporation. In 1957 he enrolled at 
Illinois State University where, in 1961, he received his 
bachelor of science degree in education, with an English-
journalism major. During that time, he held various 
positions on the student newspaper, The Vidette, and 
became its editor prior to his graduation. He later contin-
ued postgraduate studies at the University of California 
– Berkeley, and at San Francisco State University. In the 
San Francisco bay area, he taught high school English, 
journalism, and social studies for a number of years. He 
later went into the real estate field where he became a 

State of California certified real estate appraiser. During 
his career he appraised all types of properties, including 
residential and agricultural. Prior to his retirement, he 
supervised commercial and industrial appraisers. In estab-
lishing this scholarship, he wishes to express his gratitude 
to Illinois State University for the excellent education he 
received. This learning experience brought him a lifetime 
of personal growth and enjoyment and afforded many 
career opportunities. Since he was entirely self-supporting 
during his education at Illinois State, he realizes how 
financially difficult it is for many students to attend col-
lege. It is his intent, in this scholarship, to assist in making 
it financially possible for worthy students to attend this 
outstanding university. Thus, the John Joseph Kennedy 
Scholarship will be awarded to incoming freshmen who 
will major in education. Among other qualifications, stu-
dents must have achieved at least a 3.5 high school grade-
point average on a 4.0 scale, and have an ACT composite 
score of 25 or above or equivalent SAT score.

The Vivette Ravel Rifkin Memorial 	
Endowed Scholarship 

This scholarship was established in 2007 to honor Vivette 
Ravel Rifkin who dedicated her life to assisting persons 
who are blind and/or visually impaired. She began reading 
books to help her daughter, Jill, learn. Realizing that other 
individuals had the same need, she founded Educational 
Tape Recording for the Blind (ETRB) in Chicago, lead-
ing the organization for over 42 years. Mrs. Rifkin, who 
graduated from high school at 16 and received no further 
education, taped more than 3,000 college and graduate 
school textbooks. Her lifelong commitment to the field 
of educating individuals with visual impairments resulted 
in her being awarded a Doctor of Humane Letters from 
the University of Illinois at Chicago in 1999. With the 
Vivette Ravel Rifkin Memorial Scholarship Fund, her 
family, friends and the ETRB seek to further the educa-
tion of Illinois State University students who will spend 
their professional lives teaching those with visual impair-
ments. The recipients of this scholarship will be students 
who major in special education, preferably with a special-
ity in low vision and blindness, who demonstrate financial 
need, and who have strong academic achievement, as 
evidenced by a cumulative gradepoint average of at least 
3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

The Center for Reading and Literacy raises 
funds to support tutoring program

On September 15, 2007, the Center for Reading and 
Literacy at Illinois State University held a silent auction to 
raise funds to support the Center’s Literacy Development 
Tutoring Program, which serves children with reading 
difficulties who live in our community. More than $5,000 
was raised through the auction. The Center for Reading 
and Literacy was developed as a public service to offer 
opportunities that facilitate the development of various 
literacies among the residents of Illinois through service 
and research. Through a range of programs, partner-
ships, and collaborations, the Center seeks to promote 
the literacies of all residents, throughout their lifespans, in 
their homes, schools, workplaces, and communities. The 
Center achieves this goal by providing service, teaching, 
and research of use to policymakers, educators, parents, 
employers, and others.

Estate gift from alumna to support urban 
education and international education 
programs

The College of Education was notified in the summer of 
2007 of a marvelous anonymous $25,000 estate gift from 
an alumna, who received her bachelor’s degree in elemen-
tary education in 1950 and her master’s degree in educa-
tional administration and foundations in 1954. A former 
regional superintendent for the Illinois State Board of 
Education, this person’s entire career was spent in the field 
of education. With much gratitude, this gift has been des-
ignated to financially support two major initiatives of the 
College: Urban Education and International Education.

Professor Emerita Cecilia Lauby-Ryan leaves 
a legacy gift to the College of Education

Cecilia J. Lauby-Ryan, one of Illinois State Normal 
University’s most distinguished faculty emerita, passed 
away in May 2007. Through a bequest in her will, Dr. 
Lauby-Ryan left the University $500,000, to support 
excellence in teacher education. Half of her gift will be 
used for the Dr. Cecilia J. Lauby Teacher Education 
Center and half to establish the Dr. Cecilia J. Lauby 
Endowed Fellowship in Teacher Education for profession-
al development, educational activities, and an increase in 
the work with school districts, which will further Illinois 
State University’s national reputation for excellence in 
educational practice.

Lauby-Ryan was hired by Illinois State Normal 
University President Raymond Fairchild in 1949 to 
improve the clinical teaching experiences of the students 
by creating the first Office of Student Teaching (now 
the Office of Clinical Experiences and Certification 
Processes). Prior to her arrival, all student teaching expe-
riences were offered through the University Laboratory 
Schools. Lauby-Ryan’s task was to work with school dis-
tricts across the state to offer supervised student teaching 
in a variety of schools. 

She created a model of student teaching experiences 
that was copied by universities across the nation. She con-
tinued to lead the student teaching experience area until 
she retired in 1973, at which time the University had 
increased from 2,000 to 20,000 students.  The College 
of Education honored her by naming the Dr. Cecilia J. 
Lauby Teacher Education Center.

“Illinois State boasts a worldwide network for student 
teachers to gain experiences, and the University owes 
its very first links to Cecilia Lauby,” said President Al 
Bowman. “We are honored to have been associated with 
this cherished scholar, who reached out to us yet again 
with a major estate gift to help ensure that Illinois State

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Cued speech is an approach to teaching deaf and hard 
of hearing students that uses hand shapes and positions 
around the lips that denote speech sounds that look alike 
to lip readers. A hand shape differentiates between the let-
ters p and b, for instance, which look the same to a person 
reading lips. Cued speech is meant to raise a deaf person’s 

awareness of spoken language and improve literacy skills.
Illinois State University students in the deaf and hard 

of hearing program will learn more about the communica-
tion approach called cued speech thanks to a $100,000 
five-year grant from the Ronald and Mary Ann Lachman 
Foundation. 

The Department of Special Education will use the grant 
to bring cued speech teachers, users, and transliterators to 
campus and to provide financial support for students who 
would like to pursue additional training in the cued speech 
communication method.

Professor Lartz said, “Illinois State University’s Deaf/
Hard of Hearing program is committed to sharing infor-
mation and developing skills related to all communication 
methods used in educational settings with students who 
are deaf/hard of hearing.” She said there is a shortage of 
teachers and cued speech transliterators, which the part-
nership between the Lachman Foundation and Illinois 
State will address.

Illinois State is the only public college or university in 
Illinois that has a teacher certification program in deaf 
education.

Ronald and Mary Ann Lachman’s son, Ben, is deaf. 
When he was a child, they wanted Ben to learn to read 
and write well and determined that cued speech was the 
best methodology. Ben attended preschool at a Montessori 
school that taught every subject while using cued speech. 
He is a graduate of Cal Poly – San Luis Obispo and works 
as a real estate developer in the Chicago area.

maintains its reputation of excellence in teacher  
education.”

Lauby-Ryan received her Ed.D. from Indiana 
University. She served at Illinois State University as the 
coordinator of student teaching from 1949 to 1959, 
as director of student teaching from 1959 to 1966 and 
as head of the Department of Professional Laboratory 
Experiences in the College of Education from 1966 to 
1973.

During her 24 years at Illinois State, she was instru-
mental in establishing a wide network for student teachers 
and was influential in the implementation of the transi-

tion of Illinois State Normal University from a teachers’ 
college into the multipurpose Illinois State University of 
today.  

In addition to authoring many books, Lauby-Ryan 
edited Theoretical Bases for Professional Laboratory 
Experiences in Teacher Education, Forty-Fourth 
Yearbook, and was cited for her discussion of the  
philosophy, theory, and principles of student teaching 
supervision.
